FAQs- Promoting the Event

Q. What promotional materials will I be provided with?

A. You will be provided with the following promotional materials:

· A date claimer in PDF format with suggested text for an email

· A flyer that invites people to attend and explains how to register

Q. When do we need to send the promotional materials out?

A. 

· Please send the date claimer ASAP. 

· Please send the flyer out in the week beginning 14 June 2004.

· Please send a reminder email regarding registering for the event in the week beginning 12 July 2004.

Q. Who do I send the promotional materials to?

A. You can distribute the promotional materials as you see fit. At the very least, we would appreciate that you email the promotional materials to the Principals of the schools on your list.

Q. What is expected of me as a promotions coordinator?

A. As promotions coordinator, your job is to promote the event to the schools on your list. How you do that is up to you. However, it is expected that, at the very least, you will promote the event by emailing the information provided to the Principal at each school on your list by the dates given above. 

While it is not required, you are welcome to email the promotional information to key teachers within schools or email lists. You may like to follow up your email with a telephone call, print versions of the promotional material or even a visit. 

It is also hoped that you will promote the event to girls in your school.

Q. Can I expect any other information on the event other than what I am given to send to the schools on my list?

A. Each girl that attends the event will be given a sample bag full of goodies provided by event sponsors. If the bags are ready ahead of time, we are hoping to send a sample bag to each of the promotions coordinators. These can be used to promote the event to girls during school assemblies. 

Q. I have a district office on my list. Who do I send the communications to?

A. Please send the correspondence to the Executive Director of the District. 

Q. If one of my schools asks me a question I do not know the answer to, who do I refer them to?

A. Please refer them to the chair of the Brisbane Girls and ICTs Local Action Committee, Tanja Obstoj.

Q. Where is the event?

A. The event will be held at the University of Queensland, St Lucia Campus.

Q. Who is organising the event?

Q. How many people can attend the event?

Q. Who is the event aimed at?

A. The target audience for the event is:

Q. What is the aim of the event?
