Information and Communication Technology (ICT) may be among the fastest growing industries in Australia today but too many girls are turning their back on acquiring the necessary skills at an early age. 

Only 20 per cent of people who work in the ICT industry are women and nationally, on average, only one in five university students studying IT courses are female. In some cases, this figure is as low as one in eight.

To counter this trend, the Association of Women Educators (AWE) has organised an evening event on October 15, 2003 at the University of the Sunshine Coast. The aim is to encourage more girls to maintain their interest in ICT.

In the long term this should improve their employment prospects, not just in ICT but in many other careers where ICT skills have become essential.

GLITTER, or Girls Learning IT Together, will bring women from the worlds of business and education together for a series of inspiring presentations, interesting panel discussions and a practical “hands-on” workshop for the girls to test their skills.
