Tech Girls is organised by a group of volunteer teachers in conjunction with Youth Connections.  We would like to offer our sincere thanks to those who support our efforts in making this event happen.  Thank you!

Aussie girls are opting out of IT!  

The statistics show that the rate of uptake for I.T. subjects, both at school and in tertiary institutions is currently sitting around 20% and girls represent less than 20% of the I.T. workforce.  Tech Girls is a special event aimed at making girls aware of the many career options open to them in I.T., as well as areas that require a high level use of technology such as Media production, Forensics and Biotechnology.   

Girls attending the day will have the opportunity to listen to speakers from a range of fields and on topics from artificial intelligence to web design.   They will also have time to explore and participate in mini-workshops in a Demonstration Zone that includes activities such as Lego Robotics, forensic science, interactive boards, music-making and videography as well as web, ecommerce and graphics design.  

There are great prizes on offer, too. 

Tech Girls is not about excluding boys.  It is about engaging girls with technology and raising awareness of the possibilities that are available to them.  It is about encouraging girls to take up I.T. and science-based subjects at school and in tertiary studies.  It is about leveling the playing field so that young women have the same sorts of opportunities for employment in the I.T. industry as men currently have. 


Venue

Mingara Convention Centre is located at the Mingara Recreation Club, Tumbi Umbi on the Central Coast.  Access will be available from 7am and vendors will be able to unload in the docking area at the rear of the centre for ease of access with gear.  Please note, vehicles will need to be parked away from the dock in regular parking spaces once they are unloaded.  All vendors will need to be unloaded by 8am and have their space set-up ready for a briefing session at 9am.

Directions from Wahroonga, Sydney (start of F3 Expressway) to Mingara Recreation Club

1. Stay on the F3 passing Gosford and Ourimbah exits (approximately 45 minutes from the start of F3).

2. Exit the F3 at the Wyong/The Entrance exit turning right onto Cobbs Road (passing Westfield Shopping Complex at Tuggerah (on your right).

3. Continue travelling to 'The Entrance' (on Wyong Road) passing through 11 round-abouts, until you see the Mingara Complex on the right hand side.

4. Turn right at the Wyong Road/Mingara Drive round-about (McDonalds Restaurant is on your right) which takes you to the front entrance of the Club and car park.
5. The Convention Centre is located at the end past the front entrance of the club.  If the doors to the Convention Centre are closed enter via the club.

If travelling from Newcastle on the F3 take the Wyong/Tuggerah exit and turn left onto Cobbs Road.  Follow directions 3, 4 and 5 as above.

Facilities

The Demo Zone will be set-up in a large atrium area.  You will be allocated space according to needs.  Please complete the Vendor Information Form at the end of this document and return to Jacky Hunt jhunt101@bigpond.com by COB on Mon 7th May, 2007.  Tables will be provided but you will need to bring power boards, extension cables and gaffer tape.  There will be no Internet access available.  Display boards will not be available but blu-tac may be used on the walls. There is a café and eatery area in the club should you wish to purchase hot drinks or food. 

Audience

The audience will primarily be girls from Years 8 –10 but may include some Yr 11 or 12 students.  Please target your demonstration/workshop at girls aged between 14 and 17 years.  We are expecting about 200 students to attend the day plus accompanying teachers.  They will be divided into 3 groups and each group is allocated a 40 minute time slot in the Demo Zone (see Program below).
